Board Minutes
Drew Central School District

December 17, 2009
The Drew Central School Board met in regular session Thursday, October 8, 2009 at 6:10 p.m.  Board members present were Presiding Officer Brandon Satterlee, Mike Pennington, Curley Jackson, Rene’ Knowles.  Member Miyoshi Smith was absent.  Others present were Rena McCone, Beverly Burks, Joy Graham, Laura Fawcett, Judy Hubbell, Mike Johnston, Destiny Bittle, Timberly Manes, Frank Ferguson, Roy White, Rebecca Friend and Wayne Fawcett.

The meeting was called to order by President Brandon Satterlee and the following business transacted:
1. The board approved the consent agenda which consisted of the minutes of the previous meeting and the November financial report on a motion by Mike Pennington and a second by Rene’ Knowles.  All present voted aye.
2. Frank Ferguson reported that he had been compiling data and making various comparison and analysis in order to improve literacy testing.  Mike Johnston spoke to the board about the document cameras and projectors that had been bought for the teachers with stimulus money.  Joy Graham gave information regarding discipline comparisons over several years and explained that the information is now required in the ACSIP Plan.
3. Laura Fawcett reported on the Coordinated School Health grant and the projects she has worked on which include; Health and Safety Fair, Aerobics Class for employees, Pirate Emergency Response Team, Stress Management Class, and the opening of a new workout room.
4. Wayne Fawcett told the board that he had sent out letters to three parents advising them to bring their child to pick up points to avoid turn arounds and dangerous situations and to reduce route times.  EAST Lab students are developing emergency routes with predetermined pickup and drop-off locations.  Each route would have two to four pickup locations.  Children who could not make it to locations would be excused from school.  All parents will be notified before Emergency Route Plan will be enacted.  The emergency route plan was approved on a motion by Mike Pennington and a second by Curley Jackson.  All present voted aye.
5. The board agreed to accept bids and advertise for a new handicap bus to be paid for with Title VIB funds on a motion by Mike Pennington and a second by Rene’ Knowles.  All voted aye.

6. The board agreed to purchase Legal Liability Coverage under Bankcorp South at the price of $3325.00 per year on a motion by Rene’ Knowles and a second by Mike Pennington.  All vote aye.

7. The board voted to allow Wayne Fawcett and Brandon Satterlee to sign a MOU to apply for the Race to the Top Grant on a motion by Rene’ Knowles and a second by Mike Pennington.  All voted aye.
8. The board went into executive session at 7:06 p.m. and ended at 8:11 p.m.
9. The board accepted the recommendation from Wayne Fawcett to give all full-time employees an extra Personal day to be used between January 4 through June 30, 2010.  The day must be pre-approved and will not carry over if unused.  Also, the absence would not disqualify an employee from getting the perfect attendance bonus.  The motion was made by Mike Pennington and seconded by Curley Jackson.  All present voted aye.
10. There being no further business before the board, the board adjourned at 8:20 p.m. on a motion by Mike Pennington and a second by Curley Jackson.
